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· Think of intelligent people whom you know well. What unintelligent things do they do? All of them are bound to do some unintelligent things, so why do you consider them to be intelligent people? Were you emphasizing some factors at the expense of others? 
· Did you ever consider that the homeless shelter might be filled with people of tremendous potential? There might be a world-class archer. A great poet, a magnificent violinist and a great president. However, the archer never happened to try to bow, the poet never tried writing, the violinist ignored music, and the president never ran for office. Instead, they worked at other things and weren’t very good. Some might think of themselves as failures although they would have been successful if they had only tried these other things. What arguments are being made by these statements? How would the concept of a general intelligence refute this argument?
"Intelligence reflects the general ability to process information, which promotes learning, understanding, reasoning, and problem-solving.” says Linda S. Gottfredson, PhD, a professor of education at the University of Delaware. 
 	My little sister just tuned 11 and she is an extremely intelligent person, but she also has her struggles. She is intelligent because she has both book and street smarts; she combines the both together to get through life. She thinks about what she is doing before she makes a decision. 
	She is unintelligent because she is starting to hit puberty and it is hard for her to control her emotions and her hormones. Most of the time she has an attitude about everything.  I just wish that she didn’t have an attitude, because it makes it hard to be around her. She likes to lie about everything just so she won’t get in trouble. She does not respect other people property. I think most of the reason she acts this way is because of the way she was raised. She was raised as the baby and she gets everything she wants.
